FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

II SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME

| ask you all, "Why are you here today? What are
you looking for?" | believe you are here because of
your desire to answer your spiritual calling to grow in
the Lord Jesus. Such a blessing comes from the
grace of God the Father, through the power of the
Holy Spirit, in the Most Holy Name of Jesus. Through
the Three Divine Person because all what God does
is done in the fullness of the Blessed Trinity.

During today's First Reading from the First Book of
Samuel, we heard that the Lord God called Samuel.
As an obedient servant, three times after hearing a
call, he went to Eli and asked him what he wanted.
Each time, Eli told Samuel that he had not called
him. As we heard, God had to call Samuel three
times before Eli was spiritually enlightened enough
to realize that it was the Lord God who was calling
Samuel.

Samuel answered his calling from God. As he grew
up, the Lord was with him and let none of his Words
fall to the ground. This means that as Samuel
learned the Words of God, either directly from God
speaking to him, or from inspirations of the Holy Spir-
it, and also from the teachings of Eli. The life of Sam-
uel is a living example to each and every one of us.
As Samuel grew in the knowledge and understand-
ing of the Lord, we too are called to grow in the
knowledge and understanding of the Lord. For it is
through spiritual growth that we are sanctified in
Christ.

The Second Reading from the First Letter to the Co-
rinthians, we heard that our bodies are meant to
serve the Lord. They are not meant to be used for
worldly desires and pleasures that do not glorify
God.

Why are our bodies meant for the Lord. Our bodies
are members of the mystical Body of Christ. We are
as branches attached to the vine. If we bear spiritual
fruits from our walk of life, it is because we are at-
tached to Jesus. If we bear spiritual fruits from our
walk of life, it is because the root that gives us life is
holy. "If the root is holy, then the branches also are
holy."

During the First Letter to the Corinthians, we heard

St. Paul saying that there are sins outside the body
and there are sins against the body. If we are disre-
spectful towards someone, that is a sin outside the

body.

Vocacion: El descubrimiento de la propia
identidad

En la primera lectura escuchamos que Samuel,
una de las figuras eminentes del Antiguo Testa-
mento, vivio en un tiempo de grandes cambios
politicos, sociales y religiosos. Hacia mas de un
siglo que los filisteos, llegados de las islas del
Egeo, se habian instalado a lo largo de la costa,
habian ocupado las llanuras fértiles de la tierra
de Canaan y obligado a Israel a vivir en las mon-
tafias en donde la tierra era arida y pedregosa.

¢, Como hacer frente a estos vecinos cada vez
mas agresivos y prepotentes? La empresa
parecia desesperada porque las tribus hebreas
estaban divididas y “cada uno hacia lo que lo que
le parecia bien”

Fue en aquel tiempo de transicion, de confusion
social y politica, inmediatamente antes de la
llegada de la monarquia, cuando el Sefior llamo
a Samuel para guiar a su pueblo.

El pasaje de hoy lo presenta mientras, todavia
adolescente, crece tranquilo en Silo, en el templo
del Sefor. Una noche fue llamado. Oia una voz
de la que ignoraba la procedencia, pero no esta-
ba sofiando y no era una visién; tenia necesidad
de la ayuda y de los consejos de alguien capaz
de interpretarle el sentido de lo que estaba suce-
diendo.

Tuvo la sensatez de dirigirse a la persona justa:
al sacerdote Eli quien, como persona sensible a
la palabra de Dios, intuy6 inmediatamente la pro-
cedencia de la llamada e indicé a Samuel la acti-
tud a asumir. Si oyes la voz de nuevo —le sugirio—
responde: «Habla, que tu servidor escucha» (v.
9). Su llamada se hace sentir en lo mas intimo
del corazén del hombre; la vocacion de Samuel
no fue diferente de la que recibimos cada uno de
nosotros. Por eso la lectura de hoy nos puede
ayudar a entender nuestra propia vocacion.

Comencemos con la extrafia observacion:
“Samuel no conocia todavia al Sefior; aun no se
le habia revelado la palabra del Senor”, por tal
desconocia que era Dios el que lo llamaba.



If we are disrespectful towards someone, that is a
sin outside the body. If we are selfish, refusing to
share the blessings that the Lord has bestowed up-
on us, that is also a sin outside the body. All our
unchristian words and actions that do not shine in
the love of Christ are sins outside the body.

A sin against the body is when we lower our morals
to satisfy our fleshly desires in unhealthy carnal re-
lationships contrary to the sacredness of the
Church Sacrament of marriage. A sin against the
body consist of all forms of sexual relationships out-
side the Sacrament of marriage.

From today's Reading of the Holy Gospel of John,
we once more perceive God's calling. It is revealed
to us by the actions of the two disciples of John the
Baptist who followed Jesus. For it is Jesus that we
must follow in order to be saved. He is the Lamb of
God, the perfect human sacrifice for the redemption
of ours sins.

Jesus is our Rabbi, our Teacher. He shows us the
way, the truth and the life. From the Gospel Read-
ing, we also learned how Peter came to follow Je-
sus. His call came through Andrew who was God's
instrument of grace to call Peter. Throughout the
Holy Bible and even in our daily lives, we see how
the grace of God works through His children to im-
plement His Divine calling.

So, | ask you again, "What are you looking for? Are
you looking to answer the calling of the Lord?" If
you are looking for the way, the truth and the life,
then you must fix your eyes on Jesus. You must
answer your calling by living holy lives in harmony
with the nature of your new human spirit that coex-
ists within you with the indwelling Divine Presence
of the Holy Spirit.

Your presence here today is a spiritual sign that the
grace of God is at work in all of you. It is an indica-
tion that you are longing to participate in fellowship
as one in the Body of Christ so you may share to-
gether in the great spiritual Feast with Christ. It is
an indication that you desire to receive the Sacra-
ment of the Holy Eucharist, the Bread of Life.

As long as you continue to receive the Sacrament
of the Holy Eucharist on a weekly basis, although
being weak in human nature, there is hope. And as
long as there is hope, the grace and mercy of God
will not let you down. May God be with you as we
continue with the celebration of the Holy Mass.

Esta voz se hace oir de noche, cuando toda calla,
cuando no existen ruidos que la confunden y la vuel-
ven imperceptible. Solo la soledad y el silencio nos
permiten entrar dentro de nosotros mismos, de re-
flexionar sobre los misterios de Dios y de la
Creacion, sobre el sentido de la vida. Donde reina el
bullicio y la confusion es imposible oir e interiorizar la
Palabra del Sefior.

En medio del ruido de muchas voces, es dificil dis-
cernir cual de ellas viene de lo alto. Dios no se de-
sanima frente a la sordera del hombre; es paciente e
insiste hasta cuando éste se decide a prestar
atencion a su palabra.

Samuel no logra por si mismo descubrir la voz de
Dios; un hombre, el sacerdote Eli, lo ayuda. Hay per-
sonas mas sensibles que otras a la palabra de Dios:
son las que pueden ayudar a descubrir lo que Dios
quiere que hagamos.

En el Evangelio Juan narra la vocacién de los primer-
os apostoles de manera diferente a los sinopticos. El
cuarto evangelio, de hecho, no coloca la escena de
la llamada junto al mar de Galilea sino a orillas del rio
Jordan.

Quien tiene presente las profecias contenidas en el
libro de Isaias —y todo israelita las conocia muy bien—
no puede menos que percibir la referencia al fin igno-
minioso del Siervo del Sefior. He aqui como el pro-
feta describe su camino hacia la muerte: “como
cordero llevado al matadero, como oveja muda ante
el esquilador...y fue contado entre los pecadores; El
cargo con el pecado de todos e intercedid por los pe-
cadores” (Is 53,7.12).

En este texto la imagen del cordero esta ligada a la
destruccion del pecado.

Jesus, queria decir el Bautista, cargara sobre si
todas las debilidades, todas las miserias, todas las
iniquidades de los hombres y, con su mansedumbre,
con el don de su vida, las aniquilara. No eliminara el
mal concediendo una especie de amnistia; lo
vencera introduciendo en el mundo un dinamismo
nuevo, una fuerza irresistible su Espiritu, que llevara
a los hombres hacia el bien y hacia la vida.

Andrés, el primero que en el evangelio de Juan
reconoce a Jesus como Mesias, le habla a su her-
mano, Simén, y lo conduce al Maestro quien, fijando
la mirada en él, exclama: “Tu eres Simon; te llamaras
Cefas, que quiere decir Pedro” (v. 42).

Descubramos nuestra vocacion escuchando la voz
del Senor en aquellos que buscan nuestro bien moral
y espiritual.
