FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

Ash Wednesday

As we enter into Lent, we are called to be recon-
ciled to God. Through the sacramental of ashes
that is symbolic of penance, we are reminded that
we as sinners are but dust and ashes.

In preparation for the joy of Easter that ap-
proaches, we call upon the mercy of the Lord Je-
sus, asking Him for His blessings and forgiveness.
For the Heavenly Father does not want us to die
but to live with the risen Christ who reigns forever
and ever. As such, through the grace of God and
the power of the Holy Spirit, we prepare ourselves
to celebrate the death and glorious Resurrection
of Christ our Savior by being cleansed from our
sins through a renewal of spirit.

The spiritual practice of applying ashes on oneself
as a sign of sincere repentance goes back thou-
sands of years. Frequently in the days of the Old
and the new Testament, when someone had
sinned, he cloth his body with sackcloth and cov-
ered himself with ashes.

The sacramental that we are observing Ash
Wednesday arises from that custom, the spiritual
practice of observing public penitence.

Church history tells us that the liturgical practice
of applying ashes on one's forehead during the
Lenten Season goes back as far as the eight centu-
ry. This was accompanied by different forms of
fasting, prayer, sacrifices, charity towards others,
etc... The writings of St. Leo, around 461 A.D., tell
us that during the Lenten Season, he exhorted the
faithful to abstain from certain food to fulfill with
their fasts the Apostolic institution of forty days.

In the days of the Old Testament, many tore their
clothing as a sign of repentance. But, while some
tore their clothing, this was an exterior sign; there
was no true repentance. Their hearts of stone had
not changed! They had not let go of their worldly
ways to embrace holy ways. To practice sincere
repentance, the Lord God tells us to change our
hearts. We are called to examine our most inner
self, those evil ways that we have to let go, once
and for always.

Miercoles de Ceniza
Es el primer dia de la Cuaresma
Con el Miércoles de Ceniza inician los 40 dias en los
que la Iglesia llama a los fieles a la conversion y a
prepararse verdaderamente para vivir los misterios de
la Pasion, Muerte y Resurreccion de Cristo en la
Semana Santa.
El Miércoles de Ceniza es una celebracion contenida
en el Misal Romano. Este explica que en la Misa se
bendice e impone en la frente de los fieles la ceniza
hecha de las palmas bendecidas en el Domingo de Ra-
mos del afio anterior.

2. La imposicion de las cenizas surge en los primeros
siglos del cristianismo

La tradicion de imponer la ceniza se remonta a la Igle-
sia primitiva. Por aquel entonces las personas se colo-
caban la ceniza en la cabeza y se presentaban ante la
comunidad con un “habito penitencial” para recibir el
Sacramento de la Reconciliacion el Jueves Santo.

La Cuaresma adquiri6 un sentido penitencial para to-
dos los cristianos casi 400 afios D.C. y a partir del sig-
lo XI, la Iglesia en Roma impone las cenizas al inicio
de este tiempo.

3. La ceniza recuerda la necesidad de la misericordia
de Dios

La ceniza es un simbolo. Su funcidn estéd descrita en
un importante documento de la Congregacion para el
Culto Divino y la Disciplina de los Sacramentos, mas
precisamente en el articulo 125 del "Directorio sobre
la piedad popular y la liturgia":

“El comienzo de los cuarenta dias de penitencia, en el
Rito romano, se caracteriza por el austero simbolo de
las cenizas, que distingue la Liturgia del Miércoles de
Ceniza. Propio de los antiguos ritos con los que los
pecadores convertidos se sometian a la penitencia
canonica, el gesto de cubrirse con ceniza tiene el senti-
do de reconocer la propia fragilidad y mortalidad, que
necesita ser redimida por la misericordia de Dios.

Lejos de ser un gesto puramente exterior, la Iglesia lo
ha conservado como signo de la actitud del corazon
penitente que cada bautizado est4 llamado a asumir en
el itinerario cuaresmal. Se debe ayudar a los fieles, que
acuden en gran numero a recibir la Ceniza, a que cap-
ten el significado interior que tiene este gesto, que abre
a la conversion y al esfuerzo de la renovacion pascu-
al”.



We must always remember that the Lord God is
gracious and merciful, slow to anger and
abounding in steadfast love. He will not punish
us if we are sincere and turn away from our sins.
God is not a God of punishment but a God of
love to those who strive earnestly to walk in His
righteous ways.

Jesus warns us against hypocrisy, those who are
pious so they may be seen by others. They have
received their rewards through those who ad-
mired them and praised them for it. For them,
there is no reward from God the Father in Heav-
en. During the Lenten Season, our piety must
manifest private time between the Lord God and
ourselves. We must experience a transformation
of our whole being beyond going to Church. We
must walk with Christ in our lives every minute
of the day, from the time we rise in the morning
until the time we go to bed at night.

Equally, when you sacrifice by giving to the
Church or by reaching out to someone in need,
your left hand must not know what your right
hand is doing. Do it privately and then forget
about it.

If you decide to increase your time of prayer dur-
ing the Lenten Season, do not do it at the Church
during the busy hours so others will see you. In
such a manner, you will receive your reward on
earth by those who will praise you for your piety.
Rather, go into your bedroom, close the door and
pray to God the Father in private so the Heaven-
ly Father may see you in private and reward you
accordingly.

If you decide to fast, do not overdo it to the ex-
tent that you look weak and sick so the others
will notice that you are fasting.

Be reconciled to God! These are the guidelines
that the Church has received from God so the
faithful may experience true repentance in order
to receive Divine mercy and forgiveness.

As you enter the Lenten Season, remember these
words every day! Practice them! And I assure
you that God shall reward you!

4. Las cenizas tienen varios significados

La palabra ceniza, que proviene del latin "cinis", rep-
resenta el producto de la combustion de algo por el
fuego. Esta adoptd tempranamente un sentido sim-
bolico de muerte, caducidad, pero también de hu-
mildad y penitencia.

La ceniza, como signo de humildad, le recuerda al
cristiano su origen y su fin: "Dios formo al hombre
con polvo de la tierra" (Gn 2,7); "hasta que vuelvas a
la tierra, pues de ella fuiste hecho" (Gn 3,19).

5. Las cenizas se producen de las palmas del Domin-
go de Ramos

Para la ceremonia se deben quemar los restos de las
palmas bendecidas el Domingo de Ramos del afio an-
terior. Estas son rociadas con agua bendita y luego
aromatizadas con incienso.

6. Las cenizas se imponen en la frente al término de
la homilia

Este acto tiene lugar en la Misa al término de la homi-
lia y esta permitido que los laicos ayuden al sacerdote.
Las cenizas son impuestas en la frente, haciendo la
sefial de la cruz con ellas mientras el ministro dice las
palabras biblicas: «Acuérdate que eres polvo y en pol-
vo te convertirasy, o «Conviértete y cree en el Evan-
gelioy.

Luego, quien recibe las cenizas debe retirarse en si-
lencio meditando la frase o invitacion que la acaban
de hacer.

7. Las cenizas también pueden imponerse sin Misa
Cuando no hay sacerdote la imposicion de cenizas
puede realizarse sin Misa, de forma extraordinaria.
Sin embargo, es recomendable que al acto se preceda
con una liturgia de la palabra.

Es importante recordar que la bendicion de las ceni-
zas, como todo sacramental, solo puede realizarla un
sacerdote o diacono.

8. Las cenizas pueden ser recibidas por no catdlicos
Puede recibir este sacramental cualquier persona, in-
clusive no catdlica. Como especifica el Catecismo
(1670 y siguientes) los sacramentales no confieren la
gracia del Espiritu Santo como si lo hacen los sacra-
mentos, pero por la oracion de la Iglesia estos
«preparan a recibirla y disponen a cooperar con ella.

9. No es obligatorio recibir las cenizas

El Miércoles de Ceniza no es dia de precepto y por lo
tanto la imposicion de ceniza no es obligatoria. No
obstante, ese dia concurre una gran cantidad de per-
sonas a la Santa Misa, algo que siempre es recomend-
able.
