FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

Eternal life and Salvation

“Good Teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal
life?" [Mk. 10:17] What was the man asking Jesus
during today's Gospel Reading? Was he asking how
to obtain eternal life, or how to enter the Kingdom of
God, or how to be saved? When Jesus said, "How
hard it will be for those who have wealth to enter the
Kingdom of God!" [Mk. 10:17], our Lord was cer-
tainly referring to the Kingdom of God. When the
disciples asked, "Then who can be saved?" [Mark
10:26], they were certainly referring to salvation.

In the Divine progressive Plan of Salvation, it is im-
portant for us to know the difference between obtain-
ing the gift of eternal life versus the gift of salvation.
Those who are in Hell have eternal life, but they do
not have salvation. Surely, eternal life alone is not
what the man was asking Jesus. Having improperly
expressed himself as we frequently do, he asked the
wrong question but got the right answer. For Jesus
knows the hearts of all and He knew what the man
was asking, how to inherit the Kingdom of God, such
embracing salvation.

What does the Divine progressive Plan of Salvation
involve? There are a number of steps in this Divine
progressive Plan!

First of all, we are called towards the Lord Jesus.
[Tit. 2:11] "There is salvation in no one else (but Je-
sus), for there is no other names under heaven given
among mortals by which we must be saved." [Acts
4:12] We cannot be saved by living a good life.

Secondly, once we have accepted Jesus in our lives,
we are called to be baptized so we may become
members of the Body of Christ on earth. Before re-
ceiving the Sacrament of Baptism, if we are of age,
we are called to sincerely repent of our previous sins.
Over and above becoming a new creation during the
Sacrament of Baptism, the newly baptized Christian
became a Living Temple of God through the indwell-
ing of the Holy Spirit. Through this gift, the Christian
came to know the laws of God and obey them. [Jer.
31:31, 33; Ezek. 11:19-20; 18:31, 36:26-7; 1 Cor.
3:16]

Vida eternal y Salvacion

"Buen Maestro, ;qué debo hacer para heredar la vida
eterna?" [Mc 10:17] ;Qué le estaba preguntando el
hombre a Jesus durante la lectura del Evangelio de hoy?
(Estaba preguntando como obtener la vida eterna, o
como entrar en el Reino de Dios, o como ser salvo? Cu-
ando Jesus dijo: "jQué dificil serd para los que tienen
riqueza entrar en el Reino de Dios!" [Mc 10:17], nues-
tro Sefior ciertamente se referia al Reino de Dios. Cuan-
do los discipulos preguntaron: "Entonces, ;quién puede
ser salvo?" [Marcos 10:26], ciertamente se referian a la
salvacion.

En el Divino Plan progresivo de Salvacion, es im-
portante que conozcamos la diferencia entre obtener el
don de la vida eterna versus el don de la salvacion. Los
que estan en el infierno tienen vida eterna, pero no
tienen salvacion. Ciertamente, la vida eterna por si sola
no es lo que el hombre le estaba pidiendo a Jesus.
Habiéndose expresado incorrectamente como lo hace-
mos con frecuencia, hizo la pregunta equivocada, pero
obtuvo la respuesta correcta. Porque Jesus conoce los
corazones de todos y sabia lo que el hombre estaba
pidiendo, como heredar el Reino de Dios, tal abrazar la
salvacion. ;Qué implica el Divino Plan progresivo de
Salvacion? jHay una serie de pasos en este Plan Divino
progresista!

En primer lugar, estamos llamados hacia el Sefior Jesus.
[Tit. 2:11] "No hay salvaciéon en nadie més (excepto en
Jests), porque no hay otros nombres bajo el cielo dados
entre los mortales por los cuales debamos ser salvos".
[Hechos 4:12] No podemos ser salvos viviendo una
buena vida. En segundo lugar, una vez que hemos
aceptado a Jesus en nuestras vidas, somos llamados a
ser bautizados para que podamos llegar a ser miembros
del Cuerpo de Cristo en la tierra. Antes de recibir el
Sacramento del Bautismo, si somos mayores de edad,
estamos llamados a arrepentirnos sinceramente de nues-
tros pecados anteriores. Mas alla de convertirse en una
nueva creacion durante el Sacramento del Bautismo, el
cristiano recién bautizado se convirtio en un Templo
Viviente de Dios a través de la vida en el Espiritu San-
to. A través de este don, el cristiano llegd a conocer las
leyes de Dios y obedecerlas. [Jer. 31:31, 33; Ezequiel
11:19-20; 18:31, 36:26-7; 1 Corintios 3:16]



Thirdly, having become a new creation, after hav-
ing received the Sacrament of Baptism, the Chris-
tian is called to live a newness of life in Christ. In
other words, by the grace of God, baptized Chris-
tians are called to live their faith in Christ by shin-
ing in an abundance of fruits.

Fourthly, because we still have the worldly nature
within us, we must continuously repent of our sins
so we can maintain our righteousness in the eyes of
God. How do we do that? It is through the Sacra-
ment of Confession! Through the forgiveness of
sins in the Name of the Father, and the Son and the
Holy Spirit, we as sinners regain the righteousness
that we enjoyed when we received the Sacrament of
Baptism. "If we say that we have not sinned, we
make Jesus a liar, and His Word is not in us." [1 Jn.
1:8]

Having done all this, we reach the fifth and last
step. We depart from our mortal physical bodies to
be judged by God for our every thought, words and
actions. For those of us who have received the Sac-
raments of Baptism, Confession and the Holy Eu-
charist, and have persevered in our living faith
through good works that are manifestations of the
indwelling power of the Holy Spirit, we finally
reach our blessed hope. We are blessed with the gift
of salvation which qualifies us to inherit the King-
dom of Heaven as children of God.

Today's First Reading spoke of the wealth that is
found in wisdom. She is more valuable than health,
beauty and even the light. Her unending radiance
guides us towards the Lord Jesus who is the way,
and the truth, and the life. [Jn. 14:6] Wisdom guides
us towards the Church Sacraments that justify us
and bless us with the gift of salvation. Without wis-
dom, we are spiritually blind. In spiritual blindness,
we become as lost sheep who walk aimlessly, wait-
ing for the wolves to devour them.

My brothers and sisters in Christ, this week, let us
ask ourselves, "What must I do to inherit eternal
life?" By this, I do not mean eternal life that leads
one to Hell. We all know that easy way. I am refer-
ring to the eternal life that leads towards salvation
and the Kingdom of God. Let us ask our heavenly
Father in the Name of Jesus for the permanent in-
dwelling gift of wisdom so we may never deter
from our blessed hope.

En tercer lugar, habiéndose convertido en una nueva
creacion, después de haber recibido el Sacramento del
Bautismo, el cristiano esta llamado a vivir una
novedad de vida en Cristo. En otras palabras, por la
gracia de Dios, los cristianos bautizados estan llama-
dos a vivir su fe en Cristo brillando en abundancia de
frutos. Cuarto, debido a que todavia tenemos la natu-
raleza mund mundial dentro de nosotros, debemos
arrepentirnos continuamente de nuestros pecados para
que podamos mantener nuestra justicia a los ojos de
Dios. {Como lo hacemos? jEs a través del Sacramen-
to de la Confesion! A través del perdon de los pe-
cados en el Nombre del Padre, y del Hijo y del Es-
piritu Santo, nosotros, como pecadores, recuperamos
la justicia que disfrutamos cuando recibimos el Sacra-
mento del Bautismo. "Si decimos que no hemos pe-
cado, hacemos de Jestis un mentiroso, y Su Palabra no
esta en nosotros". [1 Jn. 1:8]

Habiendo hecho todo esto, llegamos al quinto y ulti-
mo paso. Partimos de nuestros cuerpos fisicos mor-
tales para ser juzgados por Dios por cada uno de nues-
tros pensamientos, palabras y acciones. Para aquellos
de nosotros que hemos recibido los Sacramentos del
Bautismo, la Confesion y la Sagrada Eucaristia, y
hemos perseverado en nuestra fe viva a través de
buenas obras que son manifestaciones del poder que
mora en nosotros del Espiritu Santo, finalmente alcan-
zamos nuestra bendita esperanza. Somos bendecidos
con el don de la salvacion que nos califica para
heredar el Reino de los Cielos como hijos de Dios.

La primera lectura de hoy hablo de la riqueza que se
encuentra en la sabiduria. Ella es mas valiosa que la
salud, la belleza e incluso la luz. Su resplandor inter-
minable nos guia hacia el Sefior Jesus, que es el
camino, la verdad y la vida. [Jn. 14:6] La sabiduria
nos guia hacia los Sacramentos de la Iglesia que nos
justifican y nos bendicen con el don de la salvacion.
Sin sabiduria, estamos espiritualmente ciegos. En la
ceguera espiritual, nos convertimos en ovejas perdidas
que caminan sin rumbo, esperando que los lobos las
devoren.

Mis hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, esta semana,
preguntémonos: ";Qué debo hacer para heredar la
vida eterna?" Con esto, no me refiero a la vida eterna
que lleva a uno al infierno. Todos conocemos ese
camino facil. Me refiero a la vida eterna que conduce
hacia la salvacion y el Reino de Dios. Pidamos a
nuestro Padre celestial en el Nombre de Jesus el don
permanente de sabiduria que mora en nosotros para
que nunca nos disuadamos de nuestra bendita es-
peranza.
