FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

THE LORD CALMS OUR FEARS!!

"Teacher, do you not care that we are perish-

ing?" [Mk. 4:38] Who is man to question how the
Lord chooses to manifest His infinite glory and pow-
er? "Has the potter (the Lord) no right over the

clay?" [Rom 9:21] "No one says, 'Where is God my
Maker..." [Job 35:10] Humans "turn things upside
down! Shall the potter be regarded as the clay? Shall
the thing made say of its maker, 'He did not make
me'; or the thing formed say of the one who formed
it, 'He has no understanding'?" [Is. 29:15-16] "Woe to
you who strive with your Maker, earthen vessels with
the potter! Does the clay say to the one who fashions
it, 'What are you making'?" [Is. 45:9] "O Lord, you
are our Father; we are the clay, and you are our pot-
ter; we are all the work of your hand." [Is. 64:8]

Before calming the storm, Jesus briefly scolded His
disciples for the fear and lack of trust that they ex-
pressed in Him. He said to them, "Why are you
afraid? Have you still no faith?" [Mk. 4:40] As the
faith as Christians is frequently tested by the Lord, it
is obvious from today's Gospel Reading that the faith
of the disciples was also being tested as part of their
discipleship and sanctification.

The calming of the sea was the fulfillment of prophe-
cies that are found in the Old Testament. Once more
from the Book of Psalms, we read, ""Rouse yourself!
Why do you sleep, O Lord? Awake, do not cast us off
forever! Why do you hide your face? Why do you
forget our affliction and oppression?" [Ps. 44:23-24]
As the Lord of the Old Testament had to be awak-
ened in times of need, the Lord of the New Testament
also had to be awakened in a time of need.

We all experience moments in life when we are won-
dering if the Lord Jesus is sleeping, if He hears are
prayers, if He actually cares about our welfare. Why?
Because we are weak in the flesh. we easily weak-
ened and cry that the Lord is not paying attention to
our prayers, our pleas, our cries.

Today's First Reading was from the Book of Job that
is found in the Old Testament. This holy book raises
more questions that it finally answers concerning the
problem of evil in the world. The innocent afflicted
man, although accused of guilt by his "friends," must
remain content with unseeing trust in God.

JESUS APACIENTA NUESTROS TEMORES!!

"Maestro, (no te importa que estemos perecien-

do?" [Mc. 4:38] ;Quién es el hombre para cuestionar
como el Sefior elige manifestar Su gloria y poder infini-
tos? "¢ El alfarero (el Sefior) no tiene derecho sobre la
arcilla?" [Rom 9:21] "Nadie dice: ';Donde esta Dios mi
Hacedor..." [Job 35:10] jLos seres humanos "dan vuelta
a cosas al revés! ;Se considerard al alfarero como la
arcilla? La cosa hecha decir de su hacedor, 'El no me
hizo'; o la cosa formada decir de quien la formo, 'El no
tiene entendimiento'?" [Is. 29:15-16] "jAy de ti que te
esfuerzas con tu Hacedor, vasijas de barro con el al-
farero! ;La arcilla le dice al que la forma: ';Qué estas
haciendo'?" [Is. 45:9] "Oh Sefior, tu eres nuestro Padre;
somos la arcilla, y tu eres nuestro alfarero; todos somos
obra de tu mano". [Is. 64:8] Antes de calmar la tormen-
ta, Jesus regafid brevemente a Sus discipulos por el te-
mor y la falta de confianza que expresaron en El.

El les dijo: "; Por qué tienes miedo? ; Todavia no tienes
fe?" [Mc. 4:40] Como la fe como cristianos es
frecuentemente probada por el Sefor, es obvio de la
lectura del Evangelio de hoy que la fe de los discipulos
también estaba siendo puesta a prueba como parte de su
discipulado y santificacion. La calma del mar fue el
cumplimiento de las profecias que se encuentran en el
Antiguo Testamento. Una vez mas del Libro de los Sal-
mos, leemos: "jDespierta ti mismo! ;Por qué duermes,
oh Sefior? jDespierto, no nos eches para siempre! ;Por
qué escondes tu cara? ;Por qué olvidas nuestra afliccion
y opresion?" [Salmos 44:23-24]

Como el Sefior del Antiguo Testamento tenia que ser
despertado en tiempos de necesidad, el Sefior del Nue-
vo Testamento también tenia que ser despertado en un
tiempo de necesidad. Todos experimentamos momen-
tos en la vida en los que nos preguntamos si el Sefor
Jesus esta durmiendo, si €l escucha son oraciones, si
realmente se preocupa por nuestro bienestar. ;por qué?
Porque somos débiles en la carne. nos debilitamos facil-
mente y clamamos que el Sefior no estd prestando
atencion a nuestras oraciones, nuestras suplicas, nues-
tros gritos.



In chapter 38, God is depicted as affirming His su-
periority over the seas that symbolizes evil. God im-
plies that the final victory is His, therefore, Job has
no reason whatsoever to experience doubts.

How easy it is to make false assumptions. How easy
it is to judge God as we frequently tend to judge
others without knowing all the particulars of a situa-
tion. Man's wisdom is equal to God's foolishness.
Man's faith should be in God, the Divine Providence
that never fails.

During today Second Reading from the Second Let-
ter to the Corinthians [2 Cor 5:14-15], we were
called to live for Christ who died for us.

There is no greater love than the love of one who
dies for someone else. The love of Christ was shown
above all in that He died for us. Christ made the ulti-
mate sacrifice, giving His precious life for each and
every one of us so that we may live. Paul was deep-
ly moved by this love of Christ. This special love
kept Paul from living for himself. It led him to do
great things for Christ and His people.

The point that St. Paul argued is that it is totally rea-
sonable to say that we should not live for ourselves,

but for Him who died for us. He died for us. We live
for Him.

It is possible for a Christian to live for himself. It is
possible for him to think, to talk, and to work only
for his own pleasure and future in this world. But
such a motive is quite wrong. Through the Sacra-
ment of Baptism, we were admitted into the Body of
Christ. As children of God, we became slaves of
Christ. Through the Sacrament of Confirmation, we
were sent forth to preach and defend our Catholic
faith. The Holy Spirit whispers in our hearts that we
were as good as dead. The reason that we are alive,
it is because we entirely belong to Christ. Not 5%,
not 25%, not 75%, not even 99%; we entirely be-
long to Christ.

Lord keep us safe and from fear!

La Primera Lectura de hoy fue del Libro de Job que se
encuentra en el Antiguo Testamento. Este libro sa-
grado plantea mas preguntas que finalmente responde
sobre el problema del mal en el mundo. El hombre
afligido inocente, aunque acusado de culpa por sus

falsas. Qué facil es juzgar a Dios como con frecuencia
tendemos a juzgar a los demas sin conocer todos los
detalles de una situacion. La sabiduria del hombre es
igual a la necedad de Dios. La fe del hombre debe es-
tar en Dios, la Divina Providencia que nunca falla.
Durante la segunda lectura de hoy de la Segunda Car-
ta a los Corintios [2 Corintios 5:14-15], fuimos llama-
dos a vivir por Cristo que murid por nosotros.

No hay amor mas grande que el amor de alguien que
muere por otro. El amor de Cristo se mostr6 sobre to-
do en que El murié por nosotros. Cristo hizo el sacri-
ficio final, dando Su preciosa vida por todos y cada
uno de nosotros para que podamos vivir. Pablo se
sintié profundamente conmovido por este amor a
Cristo. Este amor especial le impidi6 a Pablo vivir
para si mismo.
