FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

THINK OF DIVINE THINGS

From today's First Reading, we can easily perceive
that the great prophet Isaiah had his spiritual mind set
on Divine things. As the ambassador of the Lord,
from his mouth flowed prophetic words of the suffer-
ings and death of the Lord Jesus that were to occur
approximately seven hundred and fifty years later.

During this spiritual manifestation, Isaiah said, "The
Lord God has opened my ear, and I was not rebel-
lious, I did not turn backward. I gave my back to
those who struck me, and my cheeks to those who
pulled out the beard; I did not hide my face from in-
sult and spitting."

From these holy words, we can perceive that it is a
reference to the heavenly Father sending His only
begotten Son Jesus as the promised Messiah. We can
perceive the obedience of the Lord Jesus who was not
rebellious against the Divine Will of the heavenly
Father. We remember the passion of Jesus that is
found in the Gospel of Matthew where it says, "Then
they spat in his face and struck him; and some
slapped him." [Mt. 16:67] We remember the insults
again His Divine Person when the soldiers said,
"Prophecy to us, you Messiah!" Who is it that struck
you?" [Mt. 16:68]

Isaiah continued by saying, "The Lord God helps me;
therefore I have not been disgraced; I have set my
face like flint, and I know that I shall not be put to
shame; he who vindicates me is near."

Truly, the Lord Jesus was exonerated. "He is the
Head of the Body, the Church; He is the beginning,
the Firstborn from the dead, so that He might come to
have first place in everything. For in Him all the full-
ness of God was pleased to dwell, and through Him
God was pleased to reconcile to Himself all things,
whether on earth or in Heaven, by making peace
through the Blood of His Cross." [Col. 1:18-20]

Next, from the mouth of the prophet came questions,
"Who will contend with me? Let us stand up togeth-
er. Who are my adversaries? Let them confront me. It
is the Lord God who helps me; who will declare me
guilty?"

PIENSA EN LAS COSAS DICINAS

De la Primera Lectura de hoy, podemos percibir facil-
mente que el gran profeta Isaias tenia su mente espiritu-
al puesta en las cosas Divinas. Como embajador del Se-
for, de su boca fluyeron palabras proféticas de los su-
frimientos y la muerte del Sefior Jests que ocurririan
aproximadamente setecientos cincuenta afios después.
Durante esta manifestacion espiritual, Isaias dijo: "El
Senor Dios me ha abierto el oido, y no fui rebelde, no
me volvi hacia atras. Di mi espalda a los que me gol-
pearon, y mis mejillas a los que sacaron la barba; No
escondi mi rostro del insulto y los escupitajos".

De estas santas palabras, podemos percibir que es una
referencia al Padre celestial enviando a Su Hijo uni-
génito Jesus como el Mesias prometido. Podemos perci-
bir la obediencia del Sefior Jests que no fue rebelde
contra la Divina Voluntad del Padre celestial. Re-
cordamos la pasion de Jesus que se encuentra en el
Evangelio de Mateo donde dice: "Entonces le escupie-
ron en la cara y lo golpearon; y algunos lo abofetearon".
[Mt. 16:67] Recordamos los insultos de nuevo Su
Divina Persona cuando los soldados dijeron: "jProfecia
para nosotros, ti Mesias!" ;Quién es el que te im-
pacto?" [Mt. 16:68]

Isaias continuo diciendo: "El Sefior Dios me ayuda; por
lo tanto, no he sido deshonrado; He puesto mi rostro
como pedernal, y s¢ que no me avergonzaré¢; el que me
reivindica esta cerca". Verdaderamente, el Sefior Jesus
fue exonerado. "El es la Cabeza del Cuerpo, la Iglesia;
El es el principio, el Primogénito de entre los muertos,
para que Pueda llegar a tener el primer lugar en todo.
Porque en El toda la plenitud de Dios se complacié en
morar, y por medio de El Dios se complacié en recon-
ciliar consigo mismo todas las cosas, ya sea en la tierra
o en el cielo, haciendo la paz a través de la Sangre de
Su Cruz". [Colosenses 1:18-20]

Luego, de la boca del profeta vinieron preguntas:

"¢ Quién contendera conmigo? Pongamonos de pie jun-
tos. ¢ Quiénes son mis adversarios? Que me confronte.
Es el Sefior Dios quien me ayuda; ;quién me declarara
culpable?" Como escuchamos durante la lectura del
Evangelio de hoy, en su camino a las aldeas de Cesarea
de Filipo, Jesus pregunto a sus discipulos: ";Quién dice
la gente que soy yo?" Ellos respondieron diciendo que
algunos creian que El era Juan el Bautista, otros Elias y
otros, uno de los profetas.



Jesus asked His disciples, "Who do people say that
I am?" They responded by saying that some be-
lieved He was John the Baptist, other Elijah and
still others, one of the prophets.

From these answers, it is clear that the people had
their minds set on spiritual things, being able to
make an association between the works of Jesus
versus the works of those previously mentioned.

When the disciples were asked, "But who do you
say that [ am?" Peter answered, "You are the Messi-
ah." In this case, not only did Peter have his mind
set on spiritual things, but the grace of God was al-
so at work through him by the power of the Holy
Spirit. For no one can learn and know Divine truths
unless inspired by the Holy Spirit.

Shortly after, the Lord Jesus began to teach that the
Son of Man must undergo great suffering and be
rejected by the elders, the chief priests, and the
scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise
again.

Peter was offended by these words. Reverting to the
blindness of the worldly mind that dwells in the hu-
man nature, he took Jesus aside and began to re-
buke Him. Consequently, the Lord Jesus rebuked
Peter and said, "Get behind me, Satan! For you are
setting your mind not on divine things, but on hu-
man things."

Here we see the weakness of man! While he has the
capability to walk his living faith by continuously
keeping his mind on Divine things, the moment his
comfort zone is threatened, he reverts to his old
self. He immediately let go of his spiritual ways
when his peers, his wealth, his fame, his pleasures,
or other worldly ways threaten his stability in this
world. He forgets that the Holy Spirit is like the
wind. He blows where He chooses.

Porque nadie puede
aprender y conocer las verdades Divinas a menos que
sea inspirado por el Espiritu Santo.

Poco después, el Sefior Jesiis comenzo a ensefiar que
el Hijo del Hombre debe sufrir un gran sufrimiento y
ser rechazado por los ancianos, los principales sacer-
dotes y los escribas, y ser asesinado, y después de tres
dias resucitar. Pedro se sinti6 ofendido por estas
palabras. Volviendo a la ceguera de la mente mun-
dana que habita en la naturaleza humana, llevo a Jesus
a un lado y comenzo a reprenderlo. En consecuencia,
el Sefior Jests reprendio a Pedro y le dijo: "{Ponte
detrés de mi, Satanas! Porque no estas poniendo tu
mente en las cosas divinas, sino en las cosas hu-
manas".

iAqui vemos la debilidad del hombre! Si bien tiene la
capacidad de caminar por su fe viva manteniendo
continuamente su mente en las cosas Divinas, en el
momento en que su zona de confort se ve amenazada,
vuelve a su antiguo yo. Inmediatamente dejé de lado
sus caminos espirituales cuando sus compaifieros, su
riqueza, su fama, sus placeres u otras formas mun-
danas amenazan su estabilidad en este mundo. Olvida
que el Espiritu Santo es como el viento. Sopla donde
él elige.
