FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

As we have heard during today's First Reading from
the Book of Deuteronomy [Deut. 4:32-34. 39-40] in
the Old Testament, God the Father is one of the
Three Divine Presences of the Holy Trinity. During
the Second Reading from the Letter to the Romans,
[Rom. 8:14-17] we heard the reader speak of the
Spirit of God, the third Divine Presence of the Holy
Trinity. And during the Reading from the Holy Gos-
pel of Matthew, [Mt. 28:16-20] we heard of the Sec-
ond Divine Presence of the Holy Trinity, Jesus
Christ, Who was the incarnation of God.

During the Gospel Reading, we heard Jesus com-
manding His disciples to baptize in the Name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. These
words are the same words that the ministers of God
use when blessing people and objects or when admin-
istering the Sacraments. From this evidence and other
Biblical passages that are found in the Holy Bible, it
is very clear that there are Three Divine Presences in
the Holy Trinity. Yet, there is One God.

Over the past two thousand years, many have tried to
explain the mystery of the Blessed Trinity, how there
could be Three Divine Presences but One God, all
having done so without success. It appears that this
mystery is the greatest of all mysteries within the Ho-
ly Catholic Church, the one that just cannot be pene-
trated. So how do we explain the Blessed Trinity?

I am sure that over the years, you have all heard of
different explanations that were simple and accepta-
ble. For example, for little children to understand the
Blessed Trinity, we can use a sheet of white paper.
We fold the sheet in three equal parts. Then, we indi-
cate that while it is one sheet of paper, it has three
parts to it. All three parts are equal and constitute the
whole. If we were to cut one section away from the
folded sheet of paper, it would no longer be a com-
plete sheet of paper. Therefore, as there is One God,
there is one sheet of paper. As there are Three Divine
Presences in God, there are three parts to the sheet of

paper.

SANTISIMA TRINIDAD

Como hemos escuchado durante la Primera Lectura de
hoy del Libro de Deuteronomio [Deut. 4:32-34. 39-40]
en el Antiguo Testamento, Dios Padre es una de las
Tres Presencias Divinas de la Santisima Trinidad. Du-
rante la Segunda Lectura de la Carta a los Romanos,
[Rom. 8:14-17] oimos al lector hablar del Espiritu de
Dios, la tercera Presencia Divina de la Santisima Trini-
dad. Y durante la lectura del Santo Evangelio de Mateo,
[Mt. 28,16-20] oimos hablar de la Segunda Presencia
Divina de la Santisima Trinidad, Jesucristo, que fue la
encarnacion de Dios. Durante la lectura evanggélica,
oimos a Jesus mandando a Sus discipulos bautizar en el
Nombre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo. Estas
palabras son las mismas que utilizan los ministros de
Dios al bendecir a las personas y los objetos o al admin-
istrar los Sacramentos.

A partir de esta evidencia y otros pasajes biblicos que
se encuentran en la Santa Biblia, estd muy claro que
hay tres presencias divinas en la Santisima Trinidad.
Sin embargo, hay Un Dios.

En los ultimos dos mil afios, muchos han tratado de ex-
plicar el misterio de la Santisima Trinidad, como podria
haber Tres Presencias Divinas menos Un Dios, todas
habiendo hecho sin éxito. Parece que este misterio es el
mas grande de todos los misterios dentro de la Santa
Iglesia Catolica, el que simplemente no puede ser pene-
trado. Entonces, ;como explicamos a la Santisima Trin-
idad?

Estoy seguro de que, a lo largo de los afos, todos
ustedes han oido hablar de diferentes explicaciones que
eran simples y aceptables. Por ejemplo, para que los
nifios pequefios comprendan la Santisima Trinidad, po-
demos usar una hoja de papel blanco. Doblamos la hoja
en tres partes iguales. Entonces, indicamos que, si bien
es una hoja de papel, tiene tres partes. Las tres partes
son iguales y constituyen el todo. Si estuviéramos cor-
tando una seccién de la hoja de papel doblada, ya no
seria una hoja de papel completa. Por lo tanto, como
hay Un Dios, hay una hoja de papel. Como hay Tres
Presencias Divinas en Dios, hay tres partes en la hoja
de papel.



As the physical body and the human spirit of man
each have life in themselves and a mind of their
own, Jesus and the Holy Spirit also have life in
Themselves and a mind of their own. John 5:26
states, "As the Father has life in Himself, so He has
granted the Son also to have life in Himself." There-
fore, as there are three inseparable presences in man
that constitute the whole of the human being, there
are Three Inseparable Presences in God that consti-
tute the whole of One God.

St. Thomas states: “In virtue of its specific nature,
the intellectual soul does not possess the body as a
part of itself, but has only an aptitude for union with
the body. Therefore, it is numerically differentiated
by its capacity for union with different bodies. And
this remains the case with souls even after their bod-
ies have been destroyed: they retain a capacity for
union with different bodies even when they are not
actually united to their respective bod-

ies." (Extracted from: "The first part of 'LIGHT OF
FAITH: THE COMPENDIUM OF THEOLOGY"'
by St. Thomas Aquinas"; # 85. Unity of the possible
intellect.)]

I should state, using my doubtful worldly mind, I
have done all I could to tear this presentation apart.
But, to this date, I have not been able to find a flaw
with it. As such, I felt it was appropriate to present it
to you so you will all enjoy a greater perception of
the Holy Trinity on this special Feast. May God be
with you as you reflect on the nature of God and the
mystery of the Holy Trinity.

As our soul is formless, God the Father is formless.
As our human spirit gives life to our bodies, the Ho-
ly Spirit gave life to the body of Jesus. When Jesus
died on the cross, He commended the Holy Spirit to
the Father. As we have a physical body, Jesus is the
incarnation of God, the physical body of God. In
Jesus, the fullness of God was pleased to dwell bod-
ily, [Col. 1:19, 2:9] Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Man has a soul, a human spirit and a physical body.
God has a Divine Soul, a Holy Spirit and a physical
body through Jesus Christ.

To truly understand the Holy Trinity, we must open
our hearts to the Holy Spirit.

Santo Tomas afirma: "En virtud de su naturaleza es-
pecifica, el alma intelectual no posee el cuerpo como
parte de si mismo, sino que solo tiene una aptitud para
la unién con el cuerpo. Por lo tanto, se diferencia nu-
méricamente por su capacidad de unién con diferentes
organismos. Y esto sigue siendo el caso de las almas
incluso después de que sus cuerpos han sido
destruidos: conservan una capacidad de unidén con
diferentes cuerpos incluso cuando en realidad no estan
unidos a sus respectivos cuerpos". (Extraido de: "La
primera parte de 'LUZ DE FE: EL COMPENDIO DE
LA TEOLOGIA' de Santo Tomas de Aquino"; # 85.

El hombre tiene alma, espiritu
humano y cuerpo fisico. Dios tiene un Alma Divina,
un Espiritu Santo y un cuerpo fisico a través de Jesu-
cristo. Para entender verdaderamente a la Santisima
Trinidad, debemos abrir nuestro corazon al Espiritu
Santo.

Debo decir, usando mi dudosa mente mundana, he
hecho todo lo posible para destrozar esta
presentacion. Pero, hasta la fecha, no he sido capaz de
encontrar un defecto con ¢él. Como tal, me parecid
apropiado presentarles esta breve explicacion para
que todos disfruten de una mayor percepcion de la
Santisima Trinidad en esta fiesta especial. Que Dios
esté con ustedes al reflexionar sobre la naturaleza de
Dios y el misterio de la Santisima Trinidad.
