FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

Corpus Christi

Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ with the open-
ing of the Summer season when all the beauties of
nature are in full bloom! For, as the Summer is the
blooming season of the year, through the Body and
Blood of Christ, we too are called to bloom.

Some of you may be asking yourselves, "What is our
priest talking about?" Allow me to explain. First of
all, what is the purpose of the Feast of the Body and
Blood of Christ? This special Feast is celebrated in
remembrance of Jesus who gave His life for the sal-
vation of many. It is a Feast in remembrance of Jesus'
command to celebrate the Sacrament of the Holy Eu-
charist.

As we heard during today's Gospel Reading, "While
they were eating, Jesus took a loaf of bread, and after
blessing it he broke it, gave it to them, and said,
'Take; this is my body."' [Mt. 26:26: Mk. 14:22; Lk.
22:20; 1 Cor. 11:24] "Then he took a cup, and after
giving thanks he gave it to them, and all of them
drank from it. He said to them, 'This is my blood of
the covenant, which is poured out for many for the
forgiveness of sins." [Mt. 26:28; Mk. 14:24; Lk.
22:19; 1 Cor. 11:25] Jesus commanded us to cele-
brate the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist, to eat His
Body and to drink His Blood.

While Jesus was on earth, He stated, "I am the living
bread that came down from Heaven. Whoever eats of
this bread will live forever; and the bread that I will
give for the life of the world is my flesh." [Jn. 6:51]

As Jesus said, "Very truly, I tell you, unless you eat
the flesh of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you
have no life in you." [Jn. 6:53] Some may say, "I
have faith in Jesus and so I am saved!" Other may
say, "l have been baptized and have become a new
creation. As such, I am saved."

Believe me, unless we receive the Body and Blood of
Christ through the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist,
we are not saved! We may have become a new crea-
tion by dying with Christ, being buried with Christ
and having resurrected with Christ, but the soul has
no life in it without the Body and Blood of Christ.

22:20; 1 Corintios 11:24] "Luego tomo una taza, y
después de dar las gracias se la dio, y todos ellos
bebieron de ella. El les dijo: 'Esta es mi sangre del pac-
to, que se derrama por muchos para el perdon de los
pecados''. [Mt. 26:28; Mc. 14:24; Lc. 22:19; 1 Corinti-
os 11:25] Jesus nos mando celebrar el Sacramento de la
Santa Eucaristia, comer Su Cuerpo y beber Su Sangre.
Mientras JesUs estaba en la tierra, ¢l declaro, "Yo soy el
pan viviente que bajo del cielo. Quien come de este pan
vivira para siempre; y el pan que daré por la vida del
mundo es mi carne". [Jn. 6:51] Como dijo Jesus, "En
verdad, os digo, a menos que coman la carne del Hijo
del Hombre y bebieran Su sangre, no tened vida en
ustedes". [Jn. 6:53] Algunos pueden decir: "jTengo fe
en Jesus y asi soy salvo!" Otros pueden decir: "He sido
bautizado y me he convertido en una nueva creacion.
Como tal, soy salvo".

Créanme, a menos que recibamos el Cuerpo y la Sangre
de Cristo a través del Sacramento de la Santa Eu-
caristia, jno somos salvos! Puede que nos hayamos con-
vertido en una nueva creacion al morir con Cristo, ser
enterrados con Cristo y haber resucitado con Cristo,
pero el alma no tiene vida en ella sin el Cuerpo y la
Sangre de Cristo. jLa fe por si sola no salva a nadie!
iEl Sacramento del Bautismo por si solo no salva a
nadie! jEl Sacramento de la Confesion por si solo no
salva a nadie! {Ni el Sacramento de la Santa Eucaristia
por si solo salva a nadie! Cada uno de los mencionados
anteriormente son requerido en el orden adecuado para
que seamos salvos y califiquemos para disfrutar de la
vida eterna en el Reino de Dios.



Faith alone does not save anyone! The Sacrament of
Baptism alone does not save anyone! The Sacra-
ment of Confession alone does not save anyone!
Nor does the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist alone
save anyone! Each of the aforementioned are re-
quired in the proper order for us to be saved and
qualify to enjoy eternal life in the Kingdom of God.

In the Gospel of Luke, we read that Jesus said, "I
tell you, to all those who have, more will be given;
but from those who have nothing, even what they
have will be taken way." [Lk. 19:26]

"From those who have nothing, even what they have
will be taken away." What a powerful statement!
How can you take away something from someone
when he has nothing? From those who refuse to
shine in the love and the light of Christ by the grace
of God the Father and the power of the Holy Spirit,
God's gift of the new creation that was received dur-
ing the Sacrament of Baptism will be taken away.
That person, without the Sacraments of Confession
and the Holy Eucharist, is as good as dead! He will
not qualify as a son or daughter of God to enjoy the
eternal beatific vision of God in the Heavenly King-
dom.

Through Moses, the people of the Old Testament
were given the Old Covenant of the Law. Through
the blood of the sacrifice of animals, they received
the forgiveness of sins. These sacrifices were imper-
fect because they had to be repeated over and over.

Now, through the New Covenant of grace that was
implemented through Christ, the perfect sacrifice of
the Body and Blood for the forgiveness of sins, we
receive the salvation that the Heavenly Father prom-
ised to our forefathers in the Old Testament. As
children of God, [1 Jn. 3:1], having died with Christ
on the cross, having been buried with Him and hav-
ing resurrected with Him, we have become new cre-
ations. Having become new creations, we must be-
have as new creations, as slaves of Christ who shine
in love.

Let us be thankful to the Lord Jesus for His Body
and Blood that assures us our salvation. And let us
remember throughout the week that as new crea-
tions, we are called to feed on the Sacrament of the
Holy Eucharist so the Body and Blood of Christ
may transform us in His likeness.
