FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

ETERNAL LIFE

Eternal life, what is it? Some have it and do not know
that they have it. Some do not have it, are searching
for it, but they are rejecting the means of getting it.
Blessed are those who have it and who know that
they have it!

Regarding eternal life, the Holy Bible states,

"And this is eternal life, that they may know you, the
only true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have
sent." [Jn.17:3] To know God is to have a daily per-
sonal relationship with Him. Therefore, to have eter-
nal life means to know God as He know Himself in
order to be able to eternally enjoy a personal relation-
ship with Him in His heavenly Kingdom.

The First Reading from the Book of Wisdom tells us,
"God did not make death, and he does not delight in
the death of the living. For he created all things so
that they might exist; the generative forces of the
world are wholesome, and there is no destructive poi-
son in them, and the dominion of Hades is not on
earth. For righteousness is immortal." [Wis. 1:13-5]

For those of us who live a righteous life, we have a
different perception of the world. We live for the
blessed hope of the life to come, the eternal life in the
Kingdom of God. While we are physically present on
earth, we are not of this world. Our hearts are set on
Jesus, our living hope of the salvation that has been
promised to those who live a life of righteousness
through their living faith in Christ.

God created us for incorruption and made us in His
own image [Gen. 1:27; Wis. 2:23] so we may inherit
His Kingdom. If the wicked inherit spiritual death, it
is because they invite it upon themselves.

But man can avoid spiritual death, he being called to
inherit the Kingdom of God. To do so, he has to ac-
quire life in Christ or risk losing it for failing to reach
out for God's grace. Acquiring life in Christ by the
grace of God is achieved through faith in Christ and
the Sacrament of Baptism when the new convert re-
ceives the promised gifts of God, the indwelling Holy
Spirit, a new heart and spirit of the godly seed. [1 Jn.
3:9]

"No one can serve two masters; for a slave will either
hate the one and love the other..." [Mt. 6:24] To have
life, one must be a slave of the Lord Jesus, the eternal
King of kings.

LA VIDA ETERNA

Vida eterna, ;qué es? Algunos lo tienen y no saben que
lo tienen. Algunos no la tienen, la buscan, pero recha-
zan los medios para obtenerla. jBienaventurados los
que la tienen y saben que la tienen! Con respecto a la
vida eterna, la Santa Biblia afirma: "Y esta es la vida
eterna, para que te conozcan a ti, el inico Dios verdade-
ro, y a Jesucristo a quien has enviado". [Jn.17:3]
Conocer a Dios es tener una relacion personal diaria
con El. Por lo tanto, tener vida eterna significa conocer
a Dios como El se conoce a si mismo para poder disfru-
tar eternamente de una relacion personal con El en Su
Reino celestial.

La Primera Lectura del Libro de la Sabiduria nos dice,
"Dios no hizo la muerte, y no se deleita en la muerte de
los vivos. Porque €l cred todas las cosas para que pu-
dieran existir; las fuerzas generativas del mundo son
sanas, y no hay veneno destructivo en ellas, y el domin-
10 del Hades no esté en la tierra. Porque la justicia es
inmortal". [Wis. 1:13-5] Para aquellos de nosotros que
vivimos una vida recta, tenemos una percepcion
diferente del mundo. Vivimos para la bendita esperanza
de la vida venidera, la vida eterna en el Reino de Dios.
Mientras estamos fisicamente presentes en la tierra, no
somos de este mundo. Nuestros corazones estan puestas
en Jesus, nuestra esperanza viva de la salvacion que ha
sido prometida a aquellos que viven una vida de justicia
a través de su fe viva en Cristo.

Dios nos cred para la incorrupcion y nos hizo a Su pro-
pia imagen [Gén. 1:27; Wis. 2:23] para que podamos
heredar Su Reino. Si los inicuos heredan la muerte
espiritual, es porque la invitan sobre si mismos. Pero el
hombre puede evitar la muerte espiritual, siendo
llamado a heredar el Reino de Dios. Para hacerlo, él
tiene que adquirir la vida en Cristo o arriesgarse a
perderla por no alcanzar la gracia de Dios.

"Nadie puede servir a dos amos; porque un esclavo
odiard a uno y amaré al otro..." [Mt. 6:24] Para tener
vida, uno debe ser esclavo del Sefor Jesus, el eterno
Rey de reyes. Para tener la muerte, uno debe ser un
esclavo del principe de este mundo, el principe de las
tinieblas y el engafio.



To have death, one must be a slave of the prince of
this world, the prince of darkness and deception.

To have eternal life in the Kingdom of God and
serve the Lord Jesus, we must excel in everything,
in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in utmost eager-
ness and in our love towards one another. We know
the generous act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that
though He was rich, yet for our sakes He became
poor, so that by His poverty we might become rich.
[2 Cor. 8:7, 9]

For our salvation, Jesus set aside His power so He
could relate to mankind at the level of man. He did
not come into this world as a glorious King sur-
rounded by a myriad of angels. He came as a help-
less infant, trusted in the care of the Blessed Virgin
Mary and St. Joseph, in poverty, homeless, in need
of tender loving care as every child that is born of
the human nature. Nor did He leave this world in the
full glory that He truly deserved. Instead, He was
treated as a common criminal, condemned to death
and crucified for having revealed the truth, that He
was the Son of God. Through His death as the sacri-
ficial Lamb of God, Jesus having taken the sins of
the world upon His shoulders, we found life.

As today's Gospel Reading tells us, Jesus shared
generously. Reaching out to the synagogue leader
who had faith in Him, Jesus raised his twelve-year-
old daughter. As He had done with Lazarus, Jesus
gave life to the little girl that had crossed over to
death. Surely, if Jesus can raise the dead from the
point of no return, the power is His to raise all the
living dead and to grant eternal life in the Kingdom
of God to those to who He chooses to do so.

The Gospel of Mark tells us that she suffered for
twelve years before turning to Jesus. She had en-
dured much under many physicians and obviously
drained her of all her financial resources. Jesus was
her last hope... her only hope. Nothing in the physi-
cal world could heal her... it took a miracle... a mira-
cle of God. And the Son of God was there for her
when she needed Him the most, after much suffer-
ing.

Eternal life in the Kingdom of God is to be acquired
by the grace of God through our good works by the
power of the Holy Spirit in the Most Holy Name of
Jesus. If we say that we have faith in Christ and we
do not shine in good works, we are dead. [Jas. 2:26]
Our gift of eternal life in the Kingdom of God is
rooted in Jesus Christ.
