FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT

Having compassion on His people and love for
His holy House that He consecrated in Jerusa-
lem, the Lord God tolerated with patience the
sins of His people. God communicated with His
people by sending many prophets as messengers
to them so they would turn away from their sins.
In their wickedness, the people despised the
Words of God and scoffed at His prophets. Fi-
nally, the wrath of God struck the people. God
raised a great army through the king of the Chal-
deans. Everything was destroyed, the House of
God, the walls of Jerusalem, the palaces and its
precious vessels. And those who escaped the
sword, they were taken into exile in Babylon as
servants to the king of the Chaldeans and his
sons.

Considering the punishment that fell upon God's
people who had turned away from Him, God did
not abandon them. He only disciplined them for
a little while to show them how helpless they
were without His Divine intervention and pro-
tection.

During these days when a dark cloud has set it-

self over our world, threatening to destroy mil-

lions of lives, can we associate this age of dark-
ness to our failure of maintaining the righteous-
ness of God?

Just how much does the Lord God love us? Dur-
ing the Second Reading from the Letter to the
Ephesians, [Ephes. 2:4-10] we heard that God is
rich in mercy. While mankind was dead through
its trespasses by walking in the darkness of the
worldly ways, He gave it life through Christ.

God continuously showers His grace upon His
people to show them His compassion.

Eternal life in the beatific vision of God can only
come to us by the grace of God. To inherit God's
gift of salvation, we do not need the scientists!

CUARTO DOMINGO DE CUARESMA

La primera parte de la lectura intenta resolver este enig-
ma (vv. 14-18): Israel ha sido golpeado a causa de sus in-
fidelidades y de la insensatez de sus jefes y de sus sacer-
dotes. El Sefior amaba a su pueblo, lo cuidaba, le manda-
ba profetas para que le indicara el camino de la vida, pero
Israel desprecio las palabras de los enviados de Dios, los
llenaron de escarnio y los persiguieron. Fue entonces cu-
ando el Sefor, airado, castigd sin remedio al pueblo que
fue derrotado y humillado por los babilonios.

La segunda parte de la lectura (v. 21) introduce un segun-
do ejemplo de castigo riguroso. Antes de la invasion de
los babilonios, Israel habia dejado de observar el afio sa-
batico, no habia hecho reposar la tierra cada seis anos,
como estaba prescrito, para permitir a los pobres y a los
animales nutrirse de los frutos espontaneos del terreno
(cf. Lv 26,34). Por eso Dios habia hecho pagar a su pueb-
lo esta infidelidad enviandolo al exilio por 70 afios; asi la
tierra pudo reposar durante todo el tiempo que le habian
“sustraido”.

La logica del libro de las Cronicas nos sorprende y esto
hay que aclararlo. Este Sesior malhumorado y susceptible nos
deja estupefactos. ;Qué Dios es éste —nos preguntamos—
que se enoja como un hombre cualquiera, se comporta
como un contable, toma nota de deudas y créditos, suma
y resta friamente y castiga con severidad incluyendo a los
mocentes?

Este modo de concebir la retribucion plantea dificultades
msuperables. ;Cémo explicar, por ejemplo, las desgracias
que afligen a los justos y la prosperidad de la que gozan
los malvados? En el colmo de su amargura, Job, descon-
solado, se atrevia a decir: “Ni siquiera yo mismo sé si soy
culpable o inocente. Lo tnico que sé es que detesto la
vida porque me veo obligado a concluir que Dios trata
igual a inocentes y culpables.

Si una catdstrofe siembra la muerte de improviso, El se burla de
la desgracia del inocente; deja la tierra en poder de los malvados y
venda los ojos a sus gobernantes: ;Quién sino El lo hace?”



We need the gift of the grace of God, faith in
Jesus Christ and the Sacrament of Baptism!

Why is God giving us the free gift of salvation
in His eternal Kingdom? It is because we have
been called to shine in the fruit of the Holy Spir-
it as holy children who are worthy of the grace
of God.

During today's Gospel Reading, [Jn. 3:14-21]
we heard of the moment when Jesus said to
Nicodemus, 'Just as Moses lifted up the serpent
in the wilderness, so must the Son of Man be
lifted up, that whoever believes in him may
have eternal life.'

During the days of Moses, those who were bit-
ten by the serpent, they died. Equally today,
those who allow themselves to be bitten
(seduced), by the serpent who is Satan, they
shall also endure spiritual death by being eter-
nally condemned into Hell. But, as those who
looked up to the metal snake on the pole were
healed, today, we also are healed when we set
our eyes on Christ. Our living faith in the Lord
Jesus is our assurance of salvation and eternal
life in the Kingdom of God.

\

Jesus is the Light. He is the only way! He is the
only Truth! He is the only Life! There are none
other but Jesus who can save us by the grace of
the Heavenly Father and the power of the Holy
Spirit. Through our living faith in Christ, we
have the assurance of salvation.

What is living faith in Christ? It is walking ac-
cording to the teachings of Jesus Christ. It is
walking according to the teachings of the Holy
Catholic Church, teachings that have been di-
vinely handed down to the Church through ap-
ostolic succession. When we walk according to
the teachings of Christ and the Holy Catholic
Church that He has instituted on earth, we are
walking in the Light. If we oppose these teach-
ings, we oppose the Light, Christ Himself. If
we oppose these teachings, we are walking in
the darkness. We cannot walk in both at the
same time, the Light and the darkness; we must
choose one way and reject the other.

?”Y el Qohelet anade: “En mi vida sin sentido he vis-
to de todo: gente honrada que fracasa por su hon-
radez, gente malvada que prospera por su mal-
dad” (Eclo 7,15). Recorriendo la historia de Israel
tenemos que admitir que, muchas veces, justamente
cuando el pueblo era fiel al Seor, caia derrotado a
manos de los enemigos.

Indudablemente estamos ante un lenguaje arcaico
que aparece frecuentemente en el Antiguo Testa-
mento y que, evidentemente, no es nuestro lenguaje
de hoy: presenta como castigo de Dios lo que en real-
idad es solo una consecuencia de errores humanos.
No Dios, sino el pecado es el que castiga a quien lo
comete y, a veces, sus nefastas consecuencias reper-
cuten “en los hijos, nietos y biznietos” (Ex 34,7).

Esta era una verdad bien conocida por los sabios del
Antiguo Testamento, quienes repetian
frecuentemente: quien peca contra Dios se dana a si
mismo; cuantos odian a Dios aman la muerte (cf.
Prov 8,36). “No busquen la muerte con una vida ex-
traviada ni se atraigan la perdiciéon con las obras de
sus manos. Dios no hizo la muerte ni goza
destruyendo a los vivientes” (Sab 1,12-13).

No ha sido, por tanto, el Sefior quien ha enviado Isra-
el al exilio ni, menos atn, a incitar a Nabucodonosor
a desencadenar guerras y cometer crimenes y violen-
cias. Ha sido la insensatez del pueblo y de sus go-
bernantes los que provocaron la ruina. Cuatro siglos
mas tarde, Jerusalén repetira el mismo error:
rechazara el “camino de paz” propuesto por Jests, no
reconocera “el tiempo en que Sefor la ha visitado” y
decretara la propia destruccion (cf. Lc 19,41-44).

La lectura concluye (vv. 22-23) con el relato del re-
greso de los deportados. Después de largos anos de
exilio, Dios eligi6 a Ciro, rey de Persia, quien
promulgd un edicto concediendo a todos la libertad.

Es la imagen viva de la conclusion de toda historia
entre Dios y el hombre: la Gltima palabra la tendra
siempre su Amor.

Al igual que los israelitas rebeldes, quien se aleja de
Dios se convierte en esclavo de sus propios idolos,
pero Dios nunca lo abandonara. No existe prision,
por mas profunda y tenebrosa que sea, que El no vis-
ite, si alli se encuentra un hijo suyo; no hay situacion,
por mas complicada que sea, que El no resuelva, ni
cadenas del vicio que El no esté dispuesto a romper,
ni odios atavicos que no quiera y no sepa hacer de-
saparecer.
