FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

UNITY AMONG CATHOLICS

Today's readings from the Holy Bible echo the im-
portance of the unity of God's people in the Spirit of
the Lord.

During today's First Reading, [2 Kgs. 4:42-44] we
heard that a man brought food from the first fruits to
Elisha, the man of God. This generosity was in obedi-
ence to the word of God to His people through Mo-
ses. The Lord said, "The choicest of the first fruits of
your ground you shall bring into the house of the
Lord your God." [Exo. 23:19]

Through the actions of the man who brought the first
fruits, Elisha who shared it with those in need, the
servant who distributed the food and the one hundred
persons who ate it, we perceive the manifestation of
the holy nature of God in the unity of the Spirit of the
Lord. Through these actions, we perceive that the
people knew and obeyed the will of God. Through
these actions, we perceive spiritual love, God's peo-
ple taking care of one another as one people. We per-
ceive the joy of giving and the joy of receiving, all
for the benefit of the one people of God.

We perceive that centuries before the word Christian
was first coined in Antioch, [Acts 11:26] these be-
lievers of the Old Testament practiced their living
faith as true loving Christians as commanded by the
Lord Yahweh for His people.

Today's Second Reading, the Letter of St. Paul to the
Ephesians, [Ephes. 4:1-6] is a plea for us to live a life
worthy of the calling to which we have been called,
in humility, in gentleness, with patience, bearing with
one another in love, making every effort to maintain
the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. These
words echo what I have just finished telling you.
They echo the Christian actions of the people that I
have just referred to in the Old Testament.

St. Paul started his words by saying, "I, the prisoner
of the Lord." What did he mean that he was a prison-
er of the Lord? Does that mean that we too are pris-
oners of the Lord? Through Christ who died for our
sins, we have been freed from the slavery of sin and
enslaved to God. [Rom. 6:22] Now, we are indebted
to Jesus.

LA UNIDAD ENTRE CATOLICOS

A
través de estas acciones, percibimos el amor espiritual,
el pueblo de Dios cuidando unos a otros como un solo
pueblo. Percibimos el gozo de dar y el gozo de recibir,
todo para el beneficio del unico pueblo de Dios.
Percibimos que siglos antes de que la palabra cristiano
fuera acufiada por primera vez en Antioquia, [Hechos
11:26] estos creyentes del Antiguo Testamento practi-
caban su fe viviente como verdaderos cristianos amo-
rosos, segin lo mandado por el Sefior Yahveh para Su
pueblo.

La Segunda Lectura de hoy, la Carta de San Pablo a los
Efesios, [Efesios 4:1-6] es una suplica para que vi-
vamos una vida digna del llamado al que hemos sido
llamados, en humildad, en dulzura, con paciencia,
llevandonos unos con otros en amor, haciendo todo lo
posible para mantener la unidad del Espiritu en el vin-
culo de paz. Estas palabras se hacen eco de lo que
acabo de terminar de decirles. Se hacen eco de las ac-
ciones cristianas de las personas a las que acabo de re-
ferirme en el Antiguo Testamento.

San Pablo comenz¢ sus palabras diciendo: "Yo, el pri-
sionero del Sefior". ;Qué quiso decir que era prisionero
del Senor? ;Significa eso que nosotros también somos
prisioneros del Sefior? A través de Cristo que murid por
nuestros pecados, hemos sido liberados de la esclavitud
del pecado y esclavizados a Dios. Ahora, estamos en
deuda con Jests. Gracias a las promesas de Dios que
hemos recibido a través de Cristo y el Sacramento del
Bautismo, ya no somos libres de hacer lo que nos
plazca.




Thanks to the promises of God that we have re-
ceived through Christ and the Sacrament of Bap-
tism, we are no longer free to do as we please. In
thanksgiving to God for His abounding grace, we
are called to live our living faith in Christ as one in
the Spirit of the Lord.

We as Catholics, do we have a free will? Have we
got the right to disobey our Lord Jesus and support
abortions, euthanasia, common-law relationships,
adultery and all the abominations of the world?
Have we got the right to disobey the teachings of the
One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church? Have
we got the right to oppose in his teachings the Pope
who is the Vicar of Christ on earth? Yes, we have a
free will! But we do not have the right to disobey
the Lord God and His teachings that are implement-
ed through the Church? We, as children of God, as
prisoners of the Lord, who are eternally indebted to
Him for our salvation, are called to be loyal. We are
called to be united as one in the Spirit of Christ. We
are called to be united in the teachings of the One,
Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church.

Today's Reading from the Gospel of John [Jn. 6:1-
15] reminds us of the multiplication of the food,
how five barley loaves and two fish fed five thou-
sand persons while leaving twelve baskets of lefto-
vers. While this may seem impossible, in the unity
of the Spirit, it was achieved. For, when the Lord
God is pleased with His children, nothing is impos-
sible. He provides according to their needs.

During the Gospel Reading, we heard where the
food came from. A boy gave up his food for Jesus to
share it with the others. We heard that the disciples
obeyed Jesus. They told the people to sit down. And
those who obeyed and were seated, they were fed.
Those who obeyed and were seated, they received
the manifested grace of God through the physical
multiplication of the food.

My brothers and sisters in Christ, unity in the Spirit
bears much fruits of joy and peace. United in the
Spirit of Christ, we gain personal spiritual growth
that leads to the growth of the Body of Christ.
